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Tech Talk

Another tale of End-of-Life

Adobe Flash was once the go-to technology for interactive websites. It was used for videos, interactive text and
games. However due to security concerns and newer technology (like HTML5) it has largely become irrelevant.
Adobe has announced that they will be retiring Adobe Flash at the end of 2020. After that time it will no longer be
available for download and the program itself will no longer work. Any Adobe Flash elements on websites after 31
December 2020 will stop working.

For most people this change is going to mean very little. Most websites stopped using Adobe Flash long ago. Mod-
ern web browsers have Adobe Flash disabled and if you go to a website requiring it, you will get a message asking
you to manually enable it.

If you do visit a website regularly which uses Adobe Flash (perhaps for games), the owners of that website will need
to modify their website or it will stop working after December. If they choose not to modify their website, you will
need to find an alternative.

To check if you have Adobe Flash Player installed, go to Settings=>Apps and look down the list under Apps & fea-
tures. There is no real need to uninstall at the moment (unless you know you never use it) and since it will stop
working after 31 December anyway, it can be left alone. If you want to uninstall, you can click on the name and
then click the Uninstall button.

Microsoft Nags about ‘Getting More Out of Windows’

Have had reports from people concerned about a screen which pops-up in Windows 10 encouraging people to ‘Get
even more out of Windows’. They have been concerned about whether it is a virus or whether their Windows 10
has been reset (since you only normally see this when first installing). The screen looks like this:

This is another attempt by Microsoft to get you to use a Microsoft account (if you don’t already have one). | have
written before that Microsoft really, really, really want you to have a Microsoft account and this is another attempt
to get you to ‘sign up’. The nag screen is also an attempt by Microsoft to push you toward using other tools and
services it offers.

To get rid of the screen, click Skip for now in the lower left corner.

To put a more permanent stop to such ‘nags’ from Microsoft go to Settings=>System—>Notifications & actions and
turn off everything and remove the ticks from the check boxes. If you do not want to stop all notifications, remove
the ticks from
e Show me the Windows welcome experience after updates and occasionally when | sign in to highlight
what’s new and suggested,
e  Get tips, tricks and suggestions as you use Windows; and

e Suggest ways | can finish up setting up my device to get the most out of Windows (depending on your ver-
sion of Windows 10 you may not have this last one)
Turning off the first two (and the third if you have it) should stop these nag screens from Microsoft — but this is no

guarantee since Microsoft can be quite insistent. If it does pop up in future, just look for the ‘skip’ option.

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Do you care about your information?

Over the last few weeks, | have seen a spike of hard drive problems. | am not sure whether this is due to the gen-
eral age of the computers, cold weather or if everybody is using their computers more because they cannot go out.
In each case, not one of those clients has had a backup of their data. Not one! | am becoming convinced that no-
body cares about the information they store on their computer. And if you don’t care about your information, why
should anybody else?

For some reason the term ‘backup’ seems to cause confusion in people. Would it make it easier to understand if it
were simply called ‘copy’? That is all a backup is — a copy of your important information. To be effective, the copy
should not be stored on your computer — in the same way there is not much point keeping a photocopy of an im-
portant document in the same file drawer.

The most cost-effective storage for your copy is an external hard drive. A 1Tb (1000Gb) external drive, which
should be adequate for most people, can be purchased from around $70. If you consider that expensive, then con-
sider what the information stored on your computer is worth to you. Or consider this: if your hard drive completely
fails, data recovery (if it can be recovered at all) starts at around $550 and very rapidly goes much higher depend-
ing on complexity.

Creating the backup or copy can be accomplished in several ways. You can manually copy information from your
computer to the external drive (‘drag and drop’ or copy and paste); you can use a dedicated backup program (there
are both commercial and free programs) or use tools already built-in to Windows 10. If you really do not know how
to begin, then seek advice and assistance.

In each of these recent cases, the drives had not completely failed and | was able to recover the user information
relatively easily but the outcome is not always as good. If you are unfortunate to have hard drive problems, make
sure you have someone competent look at it. Messing with a failing hard drive can easily tip it over the edge and
then you are looking at expensive data recovery services.

A Confession

The Editor was one of those whose computer died — although it was not a hard disk failure — and Phil had to recov-
er my data. In my defence | do practice backing up, using a routine of my own to preserve each batch of work as |
complete it. Unfortunately my computer’s death coincided with the publication of the March newsletter and that
backup did not complete. Phil extracted the Newsletter and membership list from my (intact) hard drive.

| would have been far better off using Windows File History, as that backs up every time you close a file, so even
the most recent material would have been on my backup drive. The settings for File History are as follows (you will
need an external drive plugged into a USB slot — costs about $70 from Officeworks or Harvey Norman)
e Install the drive and identify its drive letter (optionally, right click on it and choose Rename, then call it
‘Backup’). This drive should be left in place thereafter.
e C(Click on the Windows button (extreme left of Taskbar) and click on the Settings icon (gearwheel)
e C(Click on Update & Security, then choose Backup in the left-hand column
e C(Click on File History to turn it on — Windows will ask you to add a drive (+)
e Choose More Options: make it backup ‘Daily’ (rather than the default of hourly) and preserve files ‘Until
Space is Needed’ — it can then delete the oldest versions of a given file
e If you wish to, below this, you can decide which file folders you may not wish to back up, or add a folder
that Windows did not consider.
Note that you can scroll to the bottom of the screen to find the facility to change to a different drive

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Potty History

The Mongols Return to Europe

As mentioned in the last History, on the death of Genghis Khan his son Ogedei inherited the empire — and retitled
himself Kaghan (supreme ruler). Some say that Ogedei was the real founder of the empire in that he realigned it
from a tribal federation to a functioning state. He appointed Genghis’s Khitan advisor, Chucai, to run the state. The
Mongol leaders’ view of the inhabitants of northern China was that they should be slaughtered and their lands con-
verted to pasture for the nomad cattle and horses. Chucai argued that, properly handled, the peasants could make
the land highly profitable. He reorganised the lands beyond even the Chinese emperor’s models and in 1231 his
first tax collection was 10,000 ingots of silver (about $600 million in today’s money).

This provided Ogedei with the resources to wage war not only in China but also in the west, which Joshi’s sons Batu
and Orda inherited but had not yet conquered. So in 1237, nearly fifteen years after the previous raid, the Mongols
returned in force to Russia, with their great general Subedei leading.

In short order the successive major cities of Russia fell to the Mongols and Novgorod was under threat. However,
with the spring thaw, the land around Novgorod turned into a bog so the attack was called off. In 1240 they cap-
tured and sacked the then Russian capital of Kiev; the Russian aristocracy fled to Moscow, which thus gained the
pre-eminence it now has.

So now the war rolled on to Poland and Hungary. Liegnitz was the first major battle — Duke Henry of Poland
brought 100,000 men (many being knights) against a numerically smaller Mongol army; but the classic Mongol
strategy of retreat followed by ambush won the day. Duke Henry, fleeing, fell from his horse and was slain. King
Wenceslaus, who was supposed to be backing the Duke and was still a day’s march away, did a smart U turn and
retreated to the Carpathian Mountains.

Meanwhile Subedei led a three pronged assault on Hungary. The armies met at the then capital Estergom, but real-
ised they were heavily outnumbered. So they followed their usual plan and retreated for six days to the Tokay ar-
ea, followed by the Hungarian army. The Hungarians formed a wagon circle (just like the American settlers did
against Native Americans) on the other side of the Sajo River and the Mongols saw their chance. Overnight two
Mongol columns crossed the river against strong Hungarian resistance (which was overcome using catapulted
bombs) and surrounded the wagon circle, pounding it with rocks and incendiary bombs for the whole morning.
Noticing a gap in the Mongol encirclement the demoralised Hungarian army fled though it, only to be cut down one
by one.

The Mongol army then raided further — through Croatia and to the outskirts of Vienna. There was not force capable
of resisting them, but Subetei and Batu decided to abandon the raid. Europe was not suited to their nomadic way
of life, and too muddy for their fast-moving campaigning style. Also, within a month came news that Ogedei Ka-
ghan had died (of excessive drinking) and the leaders wanted to be back in Mongolia for the succession conference.

If the invasion had not been called off the rest of Europe would have fallen and become subservient to China, ra-
ther than forging its own independent path.

Batu and Orda later returned to Russia; their Golden Horde ruled for the next hundred years. The Horde at its
greatest extended to the Danube in the west and into the borders of China in the East. It also exacted tribute from
every state in Eastern Europe and from the Byzantine Empire.

Europe improved its defences against the sort of attacks the Mongols used by building a network of castles at every
strategic location — castles are far easier to defend than walled cities, as a small garrison can defend them and have
stockpiles of food to survive a siege; while the invaders cannot bypass them without risking the cutting of their sup-
ply lines. This is why you will find such a magnificent array of old castles on a European holiday.
