Do you use Windows Live Mail and have a Microsoft email account? A Microsoft email account is one which ends in 
@outlook.com, @hotmail.com, @live.com, or @msn.com. 

As of late June 2016, Windows Live Mail will stop working with these accounts. Microsoft is upgrading systems at 
their end which will make Windows Live Mail incompatible with these accounts. 

After June you will need to switch to one of three options: 

Use the Mail app that is built in to Windows 8, 8.1 or 10. 

Access your email by pointing your Internet browser (Internet Explorer, Firefox, etc) to www.outlook.com and 
login with your normal email address and password. You will then be able to access your mail on the web. 

Switch to a non-Microsoft email application such as Thunderbird (https://www.mozilla.org/en-US/
thunderbird/).  

If you use Windows Live Mail to access your email and it is with Bigpond, Optus, Internode, iiNet or any provider 
other than Microsoft, you will not be affected. It must be stated however, that Windows Live Mail has not been 
updated by Microsoft since 2012 so it well may fail for other reasons.

Since we have a published email address, SeniorNet gets quite a lot of spam.  Sometimes, however, we have to de-

cide whether an email is genuine and to be acted upon.    For example, we get organisations who have noticed our 

website and wish to offer assistance to us.  I can recommend the following approach in doubtful cases. 

DonΩt click on any link in the message - you should NEVER follow a link when you are unsure of its provenance.  In-

stead, check the senders email address.  It should be sent from an organisationΩs server if they are serious—

professionals donΩt use Gmail etc. 

Take the section after the @, prefix with www., and put the result into your browser.  That should open their home 

page and enable you to see what their organisation is REALLY about.  Hence you can decide on your response to the 

email.

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ing. Did you think in 1998 that 3 years later you would never take pictures on film again? 

Yet when digital cameras were invented in 1975 they only had 10,000 pixels, but like all electronics followed 

Moore's law.  Within thirty years they had surpassed the resolution (8 million pixels) of 35mm film. Similar changes 

will now happen with artificial Intelligence, health, autonomous and electric cars, education, 3D printing, agriculture 

and jobs. Welcome to the 4th Industrial Revolution. 

Software will disrupt most traditional industries in the next 5-10 years.  For example, Uber is just a software tool.  

They don't own any cars, and are now the biggest taxi company in the world. Airbnb is now the biggest hotel com-

pany in the world, although they don't own any properties. 

Artificial Intelligence: Computers become exponentially better in understanding the world. This year, a computer 

beat the best Go player in the world, 10 years earlier than expected. In the US, young lawyers already don't get 

jobs; IBMΩs Watson can provide legal advice (so far for more or less basic stuff) within seconds, with 90% accuracy 

compared with 70% accuracy when done by humans. So if you are studying law, stop immediately.  

Autonomous cars: In 2018 the first self-driving cars will be on sale to the public. Around 2020, the complete indus-

try will start to be disrupted. You won't want to own a car anymore. You will call a car with your phone, it will show 

up at your location and drive you to your destination. You will not need to park it, you only pay for the driven dis-

tance and can be productive while driving. Young children today may never get a driver's licence and never own a 

car. It will change cities, because we will need 90-95% fewer cars. We can transform former parking space into 

parks. We now have one accident every 100,000km, with autonomous driving that will drop to one accident in 10 

million km. That will save a million lives each year. 

Real estate will change, because if you can work while you commute you can move further away and live in a more 

beautiful neighbourhood. 

Electric cars will become mainstream by 2020.  Electricity will become incredibly cheap and clean: solar production 

has been on an exponential curve for 30 years, but you can only now see the impact. Last year, more solar energy 

was installed worldwide than fossil. The price for solar will drop so much that all coal power stations will be out of 

business by 2025. 

With cheap electricity comes cheap and abundant water. Desalination now only needs 2kWh per cubic meter. We 

don't have scarce water in most places, we only have scarce drinking water. Imagine what will be possible if anyone 

can have as much clean water as needed, for nearly no cost. 

Health: The Tricorder X price will be announced this year. There will be companies who will build a medical device 

(called the "Tricorder" from Star Trek) that works with your phone, which takes a retina scan, a blood sample and a 

breath sample. It then analyses 54 biomarkers that will identify nearly any disease. It will be cheap, so in a few years 

everyone on this planet will have access to world class medicine, nearly for free. 

3D printing: The price of the cheapest 3D printer came down from $18,000 to $400 within 10 years. In the same 

time, it became 100 times faster. All major shoe companies started 3D printing shoes. Spare aeroplane parts are 

already 3D printed in remote airports. The space station now has a printer that eliminates the need for the large 

amount of spare parts they used to have in the past. 

At the end of this year, new smartphones will have 3D scanning possibilities. You can then 3D scan your feet and 

print a perfect shoe at home. In China, they already 3D printed a complete 6-storey office building. By 2027, 10% of 

everything that's being produced will be 3D printed. 

Agriculture: There will be a $100 agricultural robot in the future. Farmers in third world countries can then become 

managers of their field instead of working all day on their fields. Aeroponics will need much less water. The first pe-

tri dish produced veal is now available and will be cheaper than cow produced veal in 2018. Right now, 30% of all
